Campus Clash: Rams, Dinos Battle at U of R Field
 This certainly won’t be your ordinary mid-
season Rams game.
 The University of Regina Rams (1-3) and 
the University of Calgary Dinos (0-4) meet up 
on Saturday afternoon in a historic game to be 
played on the U of R campus on the grass turf 
ýeld normally used for Rams practices and 
Cougars women’s soccer.
	 This will be the ýrst regular-season game 
played on the U of R campus. The Rams host-
ed Alberta back on Aug. 25 in an exhibition 
game, giving the fans a glimpse of what they 
could expect against Calgary in early October.
 That time is now here, and both teams are 
in dire need of a victory. At 1-3, the Rams 
must win at least three of their next four 
games to even have a chance of making the 
playoffs. 
 To make the postseason, the Rams must 
almost certainly win at least three of their 
remaining four games and hope that either 
Alberta or British Columbia falters down the 
stretch.
 At 0-4 and in last place in Canada West, 
the Dinos will be hungry for their ýrst win 
of the 2006 season. Calgary has won the last 
two meetings between the two teams, scoring 
a 32-30 victory in 2005 and a 30-24 win in 
2004. Each of the last ýve games between 
Calgary and Regina has been settled by seven 
or less points, and there’s no reason to expect 
anything different this time around.
 Undisputedly, the strongest piece of the 
Rams’ puzzle this season has been their pass-
ing offence. Led by third-year quarterback 
Teale Orban, Regina is the runaway leader 
in Canada West in passing yards, averaging 
362 per game. Second-place British Columbia 
averages almost 100 yards less per game (265). 
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 Orban’s three pimary targets this season 
remain unchanged from 2005. Chris Getzlaf, 
Chris Bauman, and Chad Goldie are one-two-
three in the CWUAA in receptions per game. 
The trio has combined for 64 catches, 1139 
receiving yards, and 12 touchdowns during 
the ýrst four games of the 2006 season.
 Leading the way defensively for the Rams 
is third-year linebackers Steve Wilson, who 
is well on his way to leading Canada West in 
tackles for the second consecutive year. In his 
ýrst four games, Wilson has recorded 41 tack-
les and averages nearly two more tackles per 
game than his closest rival, Calgary’s Chase 
Moore.
 The Dinos’ offence is controlled by 18-
year-old rookie Dalin Tollestrup, an agile 
quarterback who has rushed 33 times for 201 
yards this year. Tollestrup, who has started all 
four games for Calgary, has completed 74 of 
134 passes for 861 yards and two touchdowns. 
He has only been intercepted twice and ranks 
sixth in Canada West with an efýciency rating 
of 111.14.
 On defence, Calgary is tied for the league 
lead with British Columbia in interceptions, 
picking off seven opposition passes this season. 
Fourth-year defensive back Drew Carpen-
ter has four of these picks and third-year 
defensive back Jon Waldie has two. Moore, a 
linebacker, leads the Dinos with 34 tackles in 
his ýrst season in the CIS.
 After Saturday’s game, Calgary will turn its 
attention to a meeting with intra-provincial 
rival Alberta, which will be well rested after 
having its bye week. The Rams will prepare to 
host Saskatchewan, which has held the No. 2 
national ranking all season long, on Oct. 14 at 
3:00 p.m. at Mosaic Stadium.
